    My name is Kaylie. When I was 

young, my dad was on and off drugs 

and alcohol; we could never count on 

him.  My mother, however, never lost 

faith that God was our Provider; she 

made sure my three siblings and I 

lacked nothing and she has always 

presented herself as a woman of God. 

   Everything changed when I was 13. 

I started hanging with the wrong 

crowd. I was a class clown, bully, and 

flat out rebellious. That summer, I 

went to my aunt’s house on vacation. 

While I was there, my mom called 

and said my father was moving out 

for real this time.  I became depressed 

and spun out of control. My older 

cousin then began to molest me; I was 

so mad with life, I didn’t fight him, 

but I was drowning in shame. 

    I started blaming my mother for 

“pushing my father away.” To        

alleviate all my pain, I tried to com-

mit suicide and was put into counsel-

ing. I did not help. I started drinking 

and decided the only way to get over 

what had happened with my cousin 

was to find someone else to be with.  

That is not what a 13 year old should 

be thinking about, but it is how my 

hunt for love, acceptance, and atten-

tion began.  It is what put me on the 

path that I should have never been on.  

    I am now 25 and have 4 children 

with one on the way. I placed my last 

child up for adoption because I didn’t 

want to raise a child with a man who 

beat me and in front of my kids. I 

knew it was what God wanted me to 

do; it was best for the baby. Every 

time I have gotten pregnant, I have 

run back to God to save me but as 

soon as I gave birth I was back on the 

same wrong path. 

    In 2009, I was engaged to a man 

who I thought was my “answer to 

prayers.” Only, he was addicted to 

marijuana and had just spent 4 years 

in prison. I tried to overlook his past 

believing I could help him change. He 

eventually started doing cocaine and 

became violent to me and my kids. I 

started asking God to help me walk 

away because I didn’t have the 

strength to do it on my own. My fi-

ancé started robbing gas stations at 

gunpoint and  running to my house to 

hide. I became so paranoid that I was 

practically begging God to help me 

get out of this situation.    

   The next day, the swat team came 

to my job with a search warrant to 

search my house! My fiancé had been       

arrested after fleeing from the scene 

of a robbery. He is now serving a 35 

year sentence. While I knew God had 

stepped in, I still became depressed 

and pulled away from Him yet again. 

My mom took my kids because she 

could see I was still headed down the 

wrong path. I became a functional  

alcoholic, drinking every day.    

   April 2011, I officially gave my life 

to the Lord. I was tired of my      

downward spiral. I stopped smoking 

and drinking and started going to 

church. I was so excited about being 

back with my children. Very soon   

after, I found out I was pregnant and 

could feel myself falling apart again. I 

called an adoption agency and that’s 

where I learned of The Living Vine. 

My mom could see I was shrinking  

back into my old mindset and wanted 

me to go get help.  Once I called the 

Vine and learned about what their    

program had to offer I knew this was 

what I needed.   

   Since I’ve been at the Vine, I’ve 

learned how to seek and know God 

for myself. I used to depend on my 

mom’s relationship with God, but 

now I know that I can have my own       

relationship with Him. I am saved and 

forgiven and I am walking in His 

word and continuing to build a       

relationship with the Him.  I feel so 

very different because there is such a 

peace and joy that is over me like 

never before. I use to be angry,      

depressed, numb, nonchalant, and    

disrespectful. Now that I’ve learned 

to trust God through faith and love, 

my life will never be the same!  God 

has changed me so much that the 

Vine staff  can’t  believe that I was 

ever that old person. 

   After I have this baby, I would like 

to pursue a career in Hospitality. 

Even more, I would like to be able to 

help other  girls who are headed down 

the path I was on for so long. I want 

to be the mother God desires for me 

to be to my children and the daughter 

my mother deserves. Thank you for 

giving to the Vine and giving me and 

my kids a second chance.

I came to the Vine, in 2001, thinking I was here for 
a two year missionary project.  Instead it has been 
ten years, and I believe the Lord has done more in 
this ministry and in me personally than I could 
have ever imagined.  I have found He is               
extravagant with His love, forgiveness and mercy. 
 

In 2004, I have watched the Lord pay off the Vine 
maternity home in one lump sum.  In 2010, He 
stunned us again with someone else paying off the 
cottage.  We are debt free.  For years, He has 
moved in the hearts of individuals and provided 
staff housing for our missionaries who serve with 
us as a personal sacrifice to the Lord.  In 2010, we 
were blessed to have the Vine landscaping         
radically improved.  It has been a tremendous gift 
from the Lord...and even now the girls are          
enjoying the gorgeous weather on our beautiful 
patio.  My wish list for the Vine has always         
included things I only tell God.  It is a delight to 
watch God move and a needful reminder for me 
that He hears the prayers of His children. 
 

Over and over again, we watch the Lord multiple 
hands, feet and resources.  Even the majority of 
our vehicles have been donated.  We name them to 
correspond by color with the characters from the 
game of Clue (Mrs. White, Prof. Plum, etc).       
Perhaps we simply enjoy our mechanic having to 
call us and tell us Col. Mustard or Mr. Green is 
ready for pick up.  But even he is amazed at how 
long our aging vehicles have lasted. 
 

We are a quirky ministry.  Many of the staff have 
come from all over the US (Germany & South     
Africa as well).  Our supporters have different 

backgrounds, churches and passions.  And yet God 
has knit us together to care for those in need. 
 

Our 24/7 residential home for pregnant women    
offers a 40 hrs a week program including spiritual 
growth, education, job training, life skills,        
counseling and so much more.  Most of our       
residents have experienced severe abuse with    
sexual abuse being a norm.  Their broken hearts 
and spirits need the nurture and protection of our    
miraculous God.  We desire for each woman to 
know how loved she is by Christ and how amazing               
restoration can be. 
 

We have watched over 290 babies come into this 
world being prayed for and prayed over.  We have 
watched God literally save the lives of babies that 
we were told could not survive.  Countless times 
medical needs were miraculously handled in His 
perfect timing. 
 

Often times, I believe, the staff have a front row 
seat to the miracles that would otherwise go       
unnoticed.  He has turned water into wine in front 
of us more times than I know how to share with 
you.  It happens almost every time I look at our 
bank account and know we did not have the 
money we needed yesterday but it is there today. 
 

This is truly an amazing ministry not because we 
are perfect but because we are desiring the Lord to 
use us to bring glory to His name and healing to 
His  children.  Thank you for all of you who have 
joined with us to provide this home.  May the Lord 
richly repay you for your service unto Christ.
